As you can see, no one stepped forward and volunteered to be President this year.  I certainly 
hope this is remedied next year.  This is the second year in a row that we’ve had vacancies on the 
board. Please consider being a part of your association in the coming year.  All board meetings 
are open to all.  They are held on the third Monday of each month at the Long Beach Civic 
Center at 7 pm.  Or watch for the sign on the bulletin board at the power line crossing on Calvert 
Beach Road.  Please join us; your input will be appreciated. 
 
Hurricane Irene 
 
Certainly, Hurricane Irene was the biggest ‘event’ of the last six months.  Calvert Beach 
sustained heavy damage from the steady, strong northeast winds. Power was out as long as six 
days for some near the beach.  Many trees were downed, often damaging houses as they toppled.  
Now, almost three months later, many homes still have tarps covering damaged area while 
awaiting repairs.  At least one home has been condemned by the County. 

 
After Irene, came Tropical Storm Lee.  It didn’t directly affect 
our area that much but dropped many inches of rain on 
Northern Maryland and Pennsylvania.  It apparently washed 
every downed tree, branch, toy, plastic 55 gallon drum and any 
other loose trash into the Susquehanna River.  Although it took 
a while, it arrived in our area.  I’ve included a picture of the 
beach just after the initial slug of debris washed ashore.  
Within the last month another slug of trash washed ashore.  
I’ve included a picture of trash can from the City of Wilkes-
Barre, PA.  It came ashore near the Avenue D stairs. 
 
There is so much debris on the beach that it can’t be cleaned 
up.  The non-organic trash was removed and hauled to the 
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dump.  The organic trash will have to remain and be burned, washed away or just buried with 
time. 
 
Although many people helped clean the beach, I want to 
thank a few of them here.  Bill Miller and his family gathered 
trash near the boat ramp and put it near the gate.  Wade 
Garner loaded his pickup with whatever our trash service 
wouldn’t remove and took it to the landfill.  At the Avenue D 
stairs area, Andrea Stamper, a Long Beach resident gathered 
much trash, placing it near the stairs.  She keeps the beach 
clean year round!  I mentioned to Bob Filippi that we had a 
large amount of trash at the stairs.  The next day it was gone 
but no one knew who removed it.  Turns out it was Bob.  I’m 
sure it filled his pickup when he took it to the landfill.  
Special thanks to these persons.  And, of course, thanks to 
everyone who helped. 
 
Calvert County also deserves some kudos as well. They did a 
great job of removing the curbside debris. 
 
Mosquito Spraying 
 
Of course, with all the rain the mosquitoes were thick.  The number of times Calvert County 
sprays is dependent on the mosquito count.  One of the CBCA members kept an insect trap at his 
house.  Once a week, the trap is turned on in the evening and the next morning, the county would 
come by to collect the trapped insects.  Based on the mosquito count, Calvert Beach would be 
sprayed once or twice a week.  This was an especially expensive year for spraying as the cost to 
CBCA was $624.81, almost double last year’s cost. 
 
Boat Ramp Parking Area 
 
For the past two years, a local lawn service has been mowing the parking area at no cost to the 
association.  This year, they were unable to continue that welcomed service.  One of the annual 
meeting attendees heard about the situation and volunteered his services.  So thank you Al 
Mayhew!  Your help is much appreciated.  Al not only mowed but he kept the taller weeds in the 
drainage ditch under control. 
 
Those of you who used the beach area near the boat ramp probably noticed the portable toilet 
toward the end of the summer.  Most of the feedback was that it was a good addition.  Assuming 
the budget will allow it, we will probably have one the entire summer season next year.

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Security 
 
Calvert Beach again teamed up with Long Beach to provide patrols by off-duty sheriff deputies. 
This year, Flag Harbor Marina opted not to participate as they had in the past.  To make up for 
this shortfall, the schedule for the patrols was changed to make the costs to the associations close 
to previous years’ costs.  These patrols are staffed by off-duty Calvert County officers who live 
in CB and LB and hence have a vested interest in maintaining a pleasant atmosphere for all 
residents.  Further, as residents these officers are already aware of potential challenges and can 
keep them to a minimum simply by their presence. Reports from these officers are received on a 
regular basis.  These patrols operate more frequently during the summer months and scale back 
during the fall and winter.  Their presence has been very useful in reducing incidents of underage 
drinking, drug possession, trespassing and vandalism.   
 
Chris Savage attends Calvert County Neighborhood Watch bi-monthly meetings which helps our 
community stay informed of situations not only in Calvert Beach, but throughout the County. 
 
Community Sign Maintenance 
 
Mike’s Works, a company owned by a Calvert Beach resident and property owner, maintains the 
landscaping at the Calvert Beach/Long Beach sign at no charge to the civic association.  So if 
you need some yard work, gutters cleaned or landscape work done, give Mike a call at 410-586-
9848 or visit the website at  mikesworksllc.com.
